This letter is in reference to a proposed City of Page land sale directly behind the

property at 655 Haul Road Lake Powell Water Wood

For a number of years Tom and Freddie Hancock have requested that the City
of Page allow the sale of land directly behind their property on Haul Road I

received a similar request from the neighboring property owner Unlimited

Houseboats

Prior to the development of the property during the site plan review process the

Hancock s requested that the required view obscuring fence along the back

property line be constructed at a later date to allow the opportunity to purchase
additional land to the rear of their property The Planning and Zoning
Commission and City Coundl approved the site plan with a condition that the

fence on the rear boundary be constructed at a future date or after additional

land were purchased If the land behind the property were not available then the

required fence would be constructed on the existing property line

Based on the approval of the site plan with the condition of the possible sale of

additional land I spoke with the Hancock s and Dave Taylor of Unlimited

Houseboats Both parties were interested in this proposal and committed to

purchasing the portions of land available directly behind their respective
properties

The City then received a request to sell approximately 40 acres of residential
land to the west of these properties During the process of this residential sale

request I brought up this issue of creating a sliver of land that would be sold to

Unlimited Houseboats and Lake Powell Water World The requesting party for

the 40 aooes had no issues with thi s request to allow the slivers to be created A

subdivision plat was then ooeated by the City of Page which induded the 40 aooe

residential area and the slivers of land behind Unlimted Houseboats and Lake

Powell Water World
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Prior to making any dedsions regarding the realignment of the boundary for the

40 acre residential parcel to indude the slivers commitments were made by all

parties involved induding the City Manager

To allow the sale of these slivers of land the City of Page needed to address the

use of the property as it related to zoning The property was zoned Planned

Development Residential and needed to be changed to Planned Development
Commercial so the slivers would match the commercial parcels owned by
Unlimted Houseboats and Lake Powell Water Wortd

I processed a General Plan Amendment that changed the slivers from

Residential to Commercial During this process It was made very dear to the

Planning Commission and the Oty Council that the reason for the proposed
change was to anow the sale of these slivers to the neighboring property owners

Unlimited Houseboats and Lake Powell Water Wortd

Prior leaving the City of Page I started the land sale process to sell these stivers

I personally spoke with Dave Taylor and Tom and Freddie Hancock to confirm

that they were still interested in purchasing the properties Both parties agreed to

purchase the slivers behind their land It was my intent to process both of the

land sales at the same time because all other issues associated with the sale
were performed simultaneously

Throughout this process the City of Page represented these parcels as slivers

that would be available to the adjoining property owner No representations were

made that someone else would have the opportunity to purchase the stiver if they
were to pay the appraised value for the property

While serving as the land sale representative for the City of Page and based on

the history of land sales parcels of land sold as slivers were not available for

sale under the standard land sale process I am not aware that the City of Page
has entertained offers from other buyers in regard to sliver sales Sliver sales

have only been available to the adjacent property owner as long as they are

willing to pay appraised value for the land

There are a number of reasons that stivers have been addressed in this manner

The Oty of Page does not sell land locked properties and we also indicate that

the parcel will have availability to water and sewer services Land sold as a

sliver includes a condition that the parcel be combined with the adjacent parcel
so it will be used as a part of piece in which it is combined If a sliver could be

sold to anyone we would be allowing the sale of land that has no use or access
